There are four main reasons for writing a business plan: to provide information about
your business and your intentions; to persuade a third party to provide resources or assistance; to
develop your strategic thinking so you are clear about what you are trying to achieve and how
you are going to achieve it; and to set financial targets so you can control costs. To get an idea of
what it should look like, check Business Link's website www.businesslink.org or read business-
plan outlines provided by high-street banks.

So where do you start? You should aim for 12 pages of clear, concise information. Keep
it simple — you can include additional details in an appendix. Quantify as much as you can — your
business plan is likely to be read by people used to dealing with figures.

A business plan should be regarded as a work in progress that will change as new
opportunities open up. In other words, be flexible.

Finally, remember that writing a convincing business plan will make you more confident
about what you are trying to achieve, and that will rub offon other people. A plan will help you
identify obstacles so you can think about how to turn those obstacles into opportunities.
